June 1, 2005 STAPPA/ALAPCOA Air Toxics Committee Conference Call Minutes

1.  Applicability determinations for delisted pollutants (e.g., MEK):  Penny Lassiter, EPA, stated a source is no longer subject to Title V if subtracting MEK results in PTE emissions below TV thresholds.  A company (source) should ask local permitting agency to concur on this determination (if a delegated agency) or the Regional EPA office (if state program is not delegated).

2.  Status of Once-In, Always In:  Penny Lassiter stated comments on the second draft were received in mid-March and a third draft is now at EPA general counsel for review.  EPA is hoping for mid-June release for comment and FR notice in mid-October.  Will guidance address “natural minors”?  Penny said yes.

3.  Area source MACT update:  Federal Court decision established deadlines for promulgating remaining 50 source categories.  Four are due, proposed and final, by December 15, 2006 and six more by June 15, 2007.  EPA is scrambling and looking for categories which will not trigger SBREFA requirements.  SBREFA review will introduce more procedures and time into the rule making.

The first four area source categories due in December are:  primary copper, secondary copper, vinyl chloride polymers & copolymers, and primary non-ferrous metals.  The list of the first four should be FR noticed in August 2006.

Penny stated EPA is looking at GACT-style regulations for these to avoid the MACT floor and to consider costs of controls up front.  GACT style is more like NSPS rule development but all current technologies will be considered.

Tentatively, the next six categories due in June 2007 are:  acrylic and modified acrylic fibers, chemical chromium compounds mfg., flexible foam production, flexible foam product fabrication, carbon black mfg., and synthetic rubber mfg.

Laura McKelvey, EPA, stated the “Area Source Process Rule” proposal is still being developed and a proposal will be concurrent with FR notice for the next six area MACTs.  This proposal may be sent out early to states as an Advance Notice of Proposed Rule Making (ANPR).

Update on Risk Issues:  Michelle Komlenic (CA) stated residual risk proposals are coming for the HON rule and degreaser MACT.  The degreaser one may include a weighted toxicity approach.  The dry cleaning residual risk is going to OMB and is due in July 2006.  EPA may take batch approach to cover various MACTs – should have list in FR by fall 2006.  

Air Toxic Workshop:  This did not happen this spring.  EPA is proposing to merge this with the Air CAMP workshop to conserve resources.  

Other:

Mercury from Portland Cement Plants:  Tests are indicating some mercury emissions from cement kilns have been traced to fly ash injection into the raw material feed.  The fly ash is coming from coal burning power plants.  EPA currently has a July 26 deadline and is requesting an extension to December 8.  Keith Barnett at EPA is rule writer and he’s requesting any state test data on cement kilns.  
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
