categories

· What about data on other source categories to base comments on?

· Florida is already issuing Title V General Permits to dry cleaners

· Kenya would send a copy of the permit to the group

· Do Title V permits for these sources improve compliance?

· What about using the Dry Cleaner Calendar as the general permit?

· General permits must be in plain language that is clear and concise and not 

a regurgitation of the regulation.

· Instead of general permits what about some type of registration system 


where a copy of the regulation is sent to the identified sources and 


the source must sign and return a form certifying that they have 


received the regulation and understand the requirements.

Summary: Any comments should first emphasize the support for permanent exemption of the area sources categories from Title V permitting. If permitting is decided on, then a general permit would be preferable to make the permitting process easier and faster. Also, it would give impetus to states that are currently not using general permits to consider using them on a state level. Finally, the general permits must be written in plain language and not a regurgitation of the regulation
